Part I:  Getting Started (8:30-11:30)

Developing a data driven comprehensive school counseling program is an achievable journey.  It requires shared beliefs about student learning, courageous conversations with stakeholders, a systemic outlook, and a commitment to excellence for all students. This session will help participants start using data to frame their data driven comprehensive school counseling programs.  Participants will discuss the importance of connecting the school counseling mission to instructional services and how to allow data to inform decisions about closing the achievement gap and ensuring success for all students.   

Part II:  Data: A Tool for Systemic Change (12:30-3:30)

Do you understand the basic fundamentals of using data to inform decisions about your school counseling program services?  Yet, you want to increase your depth of knowledge? Using data as an accountability tool is a great way target needs specific to your school population, work for social justice and towards closing the achievement gap at elementary, middle and high school levels. It is also a great way to evaluate program effectiveness and can become a catalyst for systemic change.  Addressing the “hard issues” means examining existing data reports and establishing pre/post assessment measures.  Participants will use the tenets of Making DATA Work, 2nd ed. to analyze sample data and formalize closing achievement gap decisions.
