Legislator Day in Schools 2010

Purpose/Rationale

School counselors serve as leaders to increase our lawmakers’ knowledge of day to day school activities and the academic, personal/social, and career developmental needs of students.  Legislators spending time at schools in their respective districts will allow them insight as to how school counselors address and meet the needs of many students, while focusing on achievement, as well as dropout prevention and career/college readiness.

October 18 – 22, 2010

How Does It Work?

Legislators may be contacted directly by a school counselor within the district to visit his or her school.  Legislators can also choose to contact a school counselor at a specific school to arrange a day/time to visit.  Visits can be anywhere from 1 to 2 hours in length, and include a variety of activities that may involve classroom interaction with students, tours of school facilities, review of the school counseling program, etc.  Legislators are encouraged to visit an elementary, middle and high school to see a broad range of activities and to understand to distinct differences between levels.
