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Moving NC Forward:  ASCA National Model RAMP Incentive Program
Purpose:  NCSCA encourages and promotes the use of the ASCA National Model framework in all school counseling programs.  This framework allows school counselors to document their existence as a comprehensive program and show specifically how and what students are learning and achieving.  Many NC school counselors have participated in trainings within the past four years.  Now, NCSCA encourages programs throughout all regions of the state to apply and receive the Recognized ASCA Model Program (RAMP) status.    NCSCA is now moving NC forward by offering additional training and financial support to school counseling programs seeking initial RAMP status.  
How Does It Work?

Beginning this year, NCSCA will provide support to school counseling programs who wish to complete the RAMP application, which is due October 15, 2010.  This will be done by providing online and/or face to face support with gathering materials.  For programs who seek to meet the October 2011 deadline or later, NCSCA will provide a session during fall conference to outline the process and discuss what is needed.  As always, school counseling programs/districts may also request additional trainings/workshops on using the ASCA National Model.   New this year, NCSCA will pay the RAMP application fee for up to ten school counseling programs seeking initial RAMP certification.    
Criteria/Instructions for Financial Support

1.  At least one member of the school counseling program must be a current member of NCSCA.

2. Program must be seeking initial RAMP certification.

3. Send your RAMP materials to ASCA by the designated deadline.

4. Complete the Request for Financial Support Form by the RAMP deadline to NCSCA headquarters.

5. Attach a copy of the RAMP application to the financial support form.

6. This is a first come, first served initiative.  Please call if you have questions or are not sure you are submitting after NCSCA has already received it’s 10th application.
