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House Appropriation Sub-Committees have finished their work on the budget. The full Appropriations Committee will meet next Tuesday, June 1, 2010. The House is scheduled to finalize their budget next week. Public Schools came out much better than they did in the Senate Budget or the Governor’s budget proposals.
